Scott Doubt 
I'm an Ottawa based photographer specializing for over 20 years in dynamic, action packed 
black & white concert photography from Montreal, Ottawa & Toronto. Iôve been very lucky to 
gain incredible access through many longstanding friendships with some of Canadaôs top 
musicians. For many years, I performed as a touring blues guitar player with Steve Hill, Tony 
D Band, Steve Marriner, Suzie Vinnick, Dutch Mason and featured in many showcase gigs 
with Hubert Sumlin, Daryl Nulisch (Anson Funderburgh, Johnny Sansone, James Cotton), 
Guitar Shorty and Kenny Blues Boss Wayne.  

I dove into digital photography in 2005 with the announcement of the Nikon D70. I quickly 
progressed to the D200, D2X and finally to my main body, the Nikon D4 since it was released; 
also have a D750 as a 2nd body. I primarily shoot fast prime lenses. For years my go-to combo 
was the Nikkor 24mm 2.8f and the 85mm 1.8f. Iôve added a Sigma 15-30mm 3.5-4.5f for great 
wide coverage. For reach Iôve fallen in love with a really old, manual focus Nikkor 180mm 2.8 
that is just stunning, and a 75-300mm 4..5-5.6f for when you just canôt get close to the stage. I 
use high power flash a lot, mounted on camera, bounced off a ceiling or wall, using the 
workhorse Nikon SB-900, and recently added a Yongnuo YN560-III.
